The Wye Island Regatta, hosted by
Annapolis Rowing Club, was held on
September 15th. The regatta was well
attended by crews from up and down the
eastern seaboard.

What started as a cool, calm morning,
perfect for racing, became a wind swept,
choppy regatta. The course was altered from
13 miles around Wye Island to 4.15 miles
straight out on the "sheltered side of the
island" and back.

The FRA 4+ crew offom Toland, Vanja
Buvac, Curt Kaufmann and Majik
Fountain, along with Mount St. Joe's
coxswainSarah Jordan, braved the wind,
white caps and yacht wakes to capture first
place in their event. With sea water crashing
over the gunwales of the shell the mighty
Fairmounters attacked the race as if their
lives depended on winning. With Majik
Fountain setting the pace at a strong 30
stroke per minute for the first mile and
settling at 28 spm for the remainder of the
contest, the boys overtook all the
competition, except for one four, by the
halfway point. After spinning the boat
around a yacht, Ms. Jordan called for a
power 4 miles setting off to gain ground on
the last of the 4+'s.

To observe a race such as this, with the total
concentration and power exhibited by these
oarsmen, is, to say the least, astounding.

Passing crews that were stopped and
sinking, some being towed by launches, our
heroes continued to fight nature and walked
on the last four sufficiently to win.

Exhausted, but knowing they had given their
all, they came back to the launching area
confident in their abilities.

Disappointed, too, knowing that this crew,
with their well-practiced technique, wanted
to go after the course record held by
Fairmount Rowing Association. Mother
Nature doesn't care about course records.

| had the opportunity to speak with Curt
Kaufmann after the race. When asked for his
thoughts, he said "you guys de-rig the boat
while | cook the burgers," quickly adding
"who wants a beer?" As expected, the other
three gentlemen, as a crew, reached for the
beverages. The coxswain, Ms. Jordan,
accepted a soft drink.

Majik Fountain’s comment about the race,
"that was a bitc_." was echoed by most
everyone competing that day.

Vanya Buvac was overheard asking "Do we
use a 10mm or a 7/16th wrench to get these
riggers off?" That's teamwork!

Saint Joseph's freshman and Fairmount
memberRyan Pawling was a coxswain for
the United States Rowing Team which
competed at the 2007 FISA World Rowing
Championships from August 25-September
2 in Munich, Germany. Pawling provides a
recap of his experience:

“Our primary goal in Munich was to
advance to the final six, as this was
necessary to qualify for Beijing. Our first
race was satisfying as we pulled ahead from
the start and took a commanding lead. Our
strategy was to move onto the semifinals
and there was no need to win the race since
the first three boats moved onto the semis,
so we coasted the second half of the race
allowing Canada to finish in front of us
while preserving our energy for the semis. In
the semifinals, our strategy was to win the
race since the competition was very good
and we needed to advance to the finals in
order to qualify for Beijing. This was our
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best race as we finished a close second to
Germany while finishing ahead of good
crews from Italy, Russia, Brazil and Japan.
The first three crews advanced from the
semis to the finals thus accomplishing our
main goal of qualifying for the Paralympics
in 2008!

It was said that our final was one of the best
races of the Championships as five of the six
boats finished within a few seconds of each
other. Our fifth place finish did not satisfy
our desire to medal. But we know that our
competition is virtually equal with us and a
medal in Beijing can be achieved with a year
of dedication and commitment from a crew
that has already proven that anything is
possible through hard work and sacrifice.”

The History of FRA

FRA Competition Highlights 1900-1907

At the 34" Harlem Regatta on June 2, 1900,
the wind blew most of the day from the
west, causing rough water except along the
NY shore. In the second heat of the junior
eights, “While going to the start the
Dauntless shell was carried by the tide
against a barge lying at one of the docks,
and the rudder carried away. The crew was
told to start notwithstanding, and were later
ruled out for fouling the Fairmounts at the
half mile. The race was stopped there, and
the other two crews were ordered to start
again. The Fairmounts won easily.” In the
afternoon, rain began falling and “the
remainder of the races were run off in a
driving thunderstorm.” In the Junior 8 final,
Fairmount won easily by two lengths over
NYAC. First Bohemian was third, Atalanta
4™ The Fairmount crew was W. Brogan
(b), J.H. Frease, W. Donnelly, C. Gerlach,
W. Monroe, J. Sullivan, C. Vowinkel, J.
Barrett (s), and D. Belmire (cox}. Ernest

J. Reiter is listed in the logbook as coéch.

The National Regatta of 1900 was also on
the Harlem River. Fairmount’s Intermediate
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Eight of William Brogan (b), John Frease,
William Donnelly, Charles Gerlach, Walter
Monroe, James Sullivan, Charles “Vollkie”
(probably Vowinkel), John Barrett (s), and
D. Belmire (cox) “was ‘tipped’ to win,”
according to theNew York Time$ The
other crews entered were Potomac, Malta,
and Dauntless. According to th&imes
Malta rowed an “old-timed aluminum shell.”
Dauntless “had been longing to meet”
Fairmount “ever since the Fairmount crew
refused them entrance to the finals in the
junior eight-oared race on the Harlem almost
two months ago®

On July 20, in “the best race of the d&ttie
young Potomac crew took the early lead,
followed by Malta, then Fairmount, then
Dauntless. Dauntless, rowing at 34, then
moved through the three crews to a small
lead. “On swept the four great boats, side by
side, in an almost unbroken rank, their crews
swaying almost in unison and without even
a length between the first and the last. For
an eighth of a mile there was no change, and
then the pace began to tell.” Potomac fell
back, and Dauntless began to pull away
from Fairmount, “despite the frantic efforts
of the Philadelphians... At the three-
qguarters mark they led the Fairmounts by a
length... the exultant New Yorkers crossed
the line winners by fully five lengths. The
Fairmounts were almost as far ahead of the
Maltas, and the Potomacs were almost as
much further in the rear’”

The 1901 Nationals were held in the club’s
hometown. On July 19, Fairmount won the
second heat of the Intermediate Eight,
beating NYAC by a length. In the four-boat
final, Malta led by % length after a mile, but
Winnipeg sprinted through them in the last
% mile to win by a length. Fairmount
finished third, NYAC 4. Fairmount’s crew
was William Donley (b), W. Drebellis, D.
Harris, J. Barrett, J. Muller, James
Nuneviller, W. Munroe, C. Gerlach (s), and
G. Wegman (coxj?

The 1902 Nationals were in Worchester,
Aug. 8-9° The Intermediate Eight race “was
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easily the feature of the day. Eight crews
originally had entered, but two withdrew,
and... it was finally decided to row the six
boats in one race... It was good sport from
start to finish. None had any complaint to
make about the start, for all got away
together.” Pennsylvania Barge led all the
way, “but the repeated spurts and bursts of
speed of the other crews kept the Barge Club
hard at work... The Fairmount boat was a
scant length to the rear of the winning craft,
and Wachusett was far up on this boat, with
the Atalanta and New York Athletic Club
crews lapped and struggling.” St. Alphonus
of Boston were so far back that the race was
signaled complete before they reached the
finish line (oof!)® According to the club
minutes, the “Intermediate Eight rowed a
game race at Worchester, the race being in
doubt until the last 100 yard$.Fairmount’s
crew was listed as M. Kinney (b), E.
Schauneman, C. Gerlach, H. Shuttle, F.
Muller, J. “Minninviller,” D. Harris (s), W.
Munro (cox). The logbook entry for Aug. 1
had the crew as Kinney (b), Schauneman,
Harris, Nabhill, Nunneviller, Muller, Gerlach,
Harris (s), and Reiter (coX).The 3° place
Wachusett crew were high school boys
coached by the great amateur sculler Ned
Ten Eyck®

At the 1903 People’s Regatta, Fairmount’s
Junior 8 won the Wanamaker Cup in a swift
current. Metropolitan of New York was
second They also entered the Intermediate
8 event, but were “unsuccessful... on
account of broken riggef."The July 2 entry
in the logbook for the 8 lists Reinhart (b),
Kinney, Schuneman, Myers, Shute,
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Nunneviller, Miller, Harris (s), and Reiter
(cox)?

As recounted previously, in 1904 FRA
constructed a new house. Their next major
victory was not until Fairmount won the
Junior 8 at the 1906 People’s Regatta on
July 4 Wrote theWashington Post “It
was ideal rowing weather, and 5,000 persons
crowded the river banks, bridges, or were in
the flotilla near the finish line... The
Potomac crew in the junior eights, while not
winning, pushed the leaders so hard that this
race was one of the prettiest of the day.
Midway in the course the Washington eight
led, but Fairmount, of Philadelphia, forged
up on even terms, and for quite a distance
the two eights rowed bow and bow. Had the
visitors been a little more familiar with the
course they would have either made it a
dead heat or won as the local crew had the
better of the steering at the finish. As it was,
only half a length was the margin of
victory.” Fairmount’s time was 8:11%.

Arundel was 8.2° The names on the trophy
are Quigley, Reese, Claff, Malley, Lewis,
Quigley, McKinley, Quigley, and Belmire

(cox) M
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In the five seat was Winfield “Win” Lewis.

It was his first victory> Win (born Aug.
28, 1880)would go on to row in most of
Fairmount's crews from 1905-1916. He
remained an active oarsmen after retiring
from competition until within three years of
his death. He had a metal ceiling businéss.

They won again, in “an exciting race” in the
Intermediate Eight-Oared shell, at the 1906
Middle States Regatta, Sep. 3 in DC. The
course was from the Three Sisters rocks to
the Potomac Boat Club hou¥e.

Here's the Washington Po& wordy
description of the race: “Ariel withdrew,
leaving Fairmount, Potomac, Analostan, and
Atalanta crews to fight it out. At the bridge
a blanket would have covered the four
crews, so evenly were they rowing.
Analostan again broke out with a 48 stroke.
Potomac was content with a 39, which was
decreased to a 36 at the bridge. The
Fairmount crew, on the Virginia shore side,
held to a long, steady grind, holding away
from the other three crews, which threatened
fouls once through the arches. Analostan
was in second place at the bridge, with
Potomac leading. The terrific pace of
Plaisted’s men told, however. Once by
Analostan, Fairmount began to crawl! slowly
into the lead. Down the stretch, Fairmount,
Potomac, and Atalanta were on even terms,
with Analostan laying half a boat length
away on Potomac’s bow. All four crews
spurted the last 100 yards, Fairmount going
over the mark a length ahead of Potomac.
Atalanta was half a length behind Potomac,
and Analostan less than a half behind
Atalanta. The race was easily the feature of
the afternoon® Fairmount’s time was
7:36./%° Notice the mention of Fred Plaisted
— he was coaching Analostan.

Fairmount took a silver medal in the
Intermediate 8 at the 1907 Nationals in
Philly, Aug. 8-9>* Potomac was®] and
Arundle was 8.

Rowing Canada Aviron and the Local
Organizing Committee are pleased to
announce that St. Catharines has been
chosen as the site of the 2010 FISA World
Rowing Masters Regatta.

FISA, the governing body for international

rowing, announced the 2010 location at the
recent FISA Congress held in Munich,

Germany, the site of the 2007 World

Rowing Championships.

Rowing Canada Aviron President Brenda

Liski attended the congress. "I'm very

pleased that St. Catharines will be the site of
the 2010 World Masters regatta,” she said.
"Masters events are growing, and are great
for our sport and the communities that host
them. I'm sure St. Catharines will do an

excellent job hosting the world yet again.”
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St. Catharines was the site of the 1999
World Championships. "It has always been
our hope to host other World events in the
future," said Phil Jones, LOC co-chair.

As a result of hosting the Canadian
Secondary Schools Rowing Association
Championships (CSSRA) and the Royal
Canadian Henley Regatta, in addition to
other annual events each year, the local
infrastructure is in excellent condition. Since
the 1999 event, a fleet of new referee
catamarans has been added.

The Masters Regatta will use the first 1000
meters of the course to warm-up and align
the competitors into their lanes. All races
will be 1000 meters and will finish in front
of the grandstand. FISA requires a floating
start tower in the center of the course, and a
similar floating marshalling tower 500
meters above the start pontoons, so these
will be built in time for the regatta.
