Fairmount was represented at The Head of
the Charles Regatta in the Senior Master 4+
(50+) by Joe Kieffer, Tom McLaughlin,
Tom Owston Sr., andJim Sonzogni | had

not participated in this regatta since my
college days in the early seventies, and what
a show it has become. Obviously nothing
has changed on the river with its many
bridges and turns, but the number of rowers
and spectators, advertised to be 7,500 and
300,000 respectively, has grown
tremendously over the years. If anything
there may have been more people than that
as the weather on Saturday and Sunday was
perfect. Also quite evident is the number of
volunteers on hand: Friday was a practice
day, and there were river marshals
everywhere, both on the water and on the
banks directing traffic for the mostly out-of-
town crews.

Our event was Saturday morning, and as we
rigged our boat, one of the backstays was
broken and the replacement part we had
would not fit. Joe managed to find one at the
last minute, and we were off to the
launching site, only to be told that we had an
illegal bowball, and would not be permitted
to launch. Some more running around,
cutting off the old one, taping on a new one
(still illegal), but on re-inspection we were
allowed on the water. During our row to the
starting line, we were able to give a cheer to
other FRA members racing in the Master 8
with Penn AC: Mike Cipollone, Mike
Fountain, Curt Kaufman and Kevin
Flynn.

Our race started right on time, with about
thirty boats staggered across from the BU
boathouse. We had hoped to finish in the top
half of our event, which would have

guaranteed an entry for our Club next year.
Although we did not accomplish that, racing
down the Charles was exciting, especially as
you begin the turn towards Cambridge Boat
Club, where the crowds begin to build and
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get very loud. One thing | can't forget is the
sight of the 1980 RC crew, who started four

“Leading His Way” Through Life: Sid
Salomon Forever Honored at HOSR

Sid Salomon world-class oarsman and
human being was a man who touched the
lives of everyone he met. Many of these
people, whether from his home river on the
Schuylkill or across the ocean, shared the
common bond of rowing. A new trophy and
medal at this year's Head of the Schuylkill
Regatta will pay tribute to the man who was
a role model and world emissary for
Philadelphia rowing.

Sid Salomon passed away a month shy of
his ninety-first birthday in 2004, but his
legacy and character live on in the hearts
and spirits of people all over the world. A
World War 1l veteran, serving as an Army
Ranger, Sid was one of the first men to
touch boots at Omaha Beach on D-Day. For
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the movie Saving Private Ryan, Director
Stephen Spielberg, incorporated Sid's
experiences as the basis for Tom Hanks’
character.

For his courageous D-Day acts, in addition
to many others, Sid was awarded two Purple
Hearts and a Silver Star. The French Army
also presented Sid with the Croix de Guerre:
the Cross of War, a prestigious honor
bestowed upon him for his heroic deeds.

As a young man, Sid’s dream of rowing in
the Olympics was cut short because of
World War 1l. Years after the war, and into
his sixties, Sid began rowing again, and
made quite a name for himself. He became
part of a group of men dubbed the “Golden
Eight’, a crew of predominately
Philadelphia rowers that traveled the world
competing and routinely winning gold
medals along their way. They achieved the
pinnacle of Masters Rowing by winning the
FISA World Masters Rowing
Championships, several times over.

Sid was known for his superb oarsmanship
and passion for rowing, but mainly for his
gentle nature and love for those around him.
He embodied the true essence of an
oarsman, and displayed those characteristics
both on and off the water. “Sid invented the
word gentleman and was a role model for all
of us,” saidJack Sholl, longtime friend and
fellow Golden Eight oarsman. “lI never
heard him swear,” said Sholl.

The highest age winner of a men’s race at
this year’s Head of the Schuylkill Regatta

will be awarded with the Sid Saloman

Trophy and Medal; a true testament to those
who despite growing older, continue to

pursue rowing greatness and a lifestyle
dedicated to hard work and citizenship.

The trophy is situated on a three-tiered base
which contains a rifle shell casing honoring
Sid’s military service. Two wooden Malta
Boat Club (Sid's home club) oars are
positioned atop the base. The trophy will be
housed at the Fairmount Rowing
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Association. The medal is engraved with the
Army Ranger motto, “Rangers Lead the
Way.”

The drive and determination of dedicated
rowers continue to define hard work and
sportsmanship in athletics. Sid would be
proud to know that his passion for the sport
is alive and well on the Schuyilkill.

John Krajewski Wins
Three Medals at Dragon
Boat Worlds

The United States Dragon Boat team based
in Philadelphia captured the Nations Cup at
the International Dragon Boat Federation’s
World Championship held in Sydney,
Australia from September 20-23, 2007. The
Nations Cup is the overall point trophy
awarded to the top country.

The United States Senior Open Team,
featuring Fairmount’'s John Krajewski,
medaled in three events; Bronze in the 500
meter, Bronze in the 1000 meter, and Silver
in the 2000 meter races.

Team USA won Gold in four individual
events, the Men’s 2000 meter, 1000 meter
and 500 meter and the Mixed (12 men, 8
women) 500 meter on the way to the team
titte. The USA victory in the 500 meter
Men’'s race set a new World Record at 1
minute and 48.7 seconds. A Silver medal in
the Mixed 200 meter event and a pair of
fourth place finishes by the USA women’s
team helped secure the point trophy over
Team China, the traditional powerhouse of
Dragon Boat racing.

The training center for the USA team is the
Schuylkill River in Philadelphia with the
majority of team members coming from the
Philadelphia region and the Philadelphia
Dragon Boat Association. Philadelphia has
been a center of dragon boat racing since
1983 with the first team started by former
City Council member and rowing legend
Jack Kelly. Although the team has won
individual events at the World
Championships in prior years, the Nations
Cup represents the first ever team trophy for
the USA. Ken Wong, President of the
Philadelphia Dragon Boat Association
relates “we had a great deal of community
support enabling us to raise sufficient funds
to take the best in the USA to Sydney. To
win the championship over China, the
originator of the sport is an outstanding
achievement for this team.” Further
information on the World Championships
and the sport of Dragon Boat racing can be
obtained at www.idbf.org.

We're running anew regatta this fall,
intended primarily for elite and aspiring elite
athletes.

Second place gets an NK
SpeedCoach XL1 (1 per boat) and third
place gets a Boathouse Row jacket. There
will also be men’s and women’s doubles
races, with prizes.

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We expect this will be a very competitive
race, with entries from Princeton Training
Center, NYAC, Potomac BC, and Union
BC, among others.

We've begun an effort taget the river
dredged along Boathouse Row. It's
reported to be as low as 18" in places.
Motorboats are having trouble getting from
their docks out into the main channel. Fins
under shells hit submerged objects.

The US Army Corps of Engineers last

dredged in 2000 and has authorization to
maintain a 6-foot depth. But they do not
have funding. I've met with them, and they
are very supportive but point out it will take

federal legislation to get the work funded.

Here's what my contact at Army Corps
wrote:

“Our authority to dredge the Schuylkill
racecourse stems from Section 344 of the
Water Resources Act (WRDA) of 1996 as
follows:

SECTION 344. SCHUYLKILL RIVER,
PENNSYLVANIA. The navigation project
for the Schuylkill River, Pennsylvania,
authorized by the 1st section of the Act
entitled “An Act making appropriations for
the construction, repair, and preservation of
certain public works on rivers and harbors,
and for other purposes”, approved August 8,
1917 (40 Stat. 252), is modified to provide
for the periodic removal and disposal of
sediment to provide for a depth of 6 feet
within portions of the Fairmount pool
between the Fairmount Dam and the
Columbia Bridge, generally within the limits
of the channel alignments referred to as the
Schuylkill River Racecourse and return lane,
and the Belmont Water Works intakes and
Boathouse Row.

Our preliminary cost estimate for the
dredging is $1.5-2 million. Funding for this
work is not in the President's FY08 budget,

November 2007

and it is probably too late for a
Congressional Add for FY08 (House &
Senate mark-ups have already be done).

Regarding FY09 (which starts in Oct 08),
we don't know what the budget will look
like, however, since this project is not the
typical deep draft commercial navigation, it
will be considered a very low budgetary
priority and likelihood of funding will be
very small. Therefore, $1.5-2 million funds
will need to be added by Congress, under
the Operations & Maintenance (O&M)
account.”

Our plan is to first write to all the local
congressmen and PA senators to alert them
to our problem. [I'd like to include the
winning photo from this contest in the letter.
We'll also contact the legislators directly for
their support. Congressman Bob Brady, for
example, was very helpful in getting the
2000 dredging funded. NJ congressman
Rob Andrews’ daughter rows for South
Jersey RC. Senator Arlen Specter's wife
rowed at Bachelors for a few years.

Once we’ve made the initial contact, we're
going to ask you to contact your senator,
congressman, or congresswoman to ask for
their support. But let us make the initial
contact first, so they are not blind-sided.
