The History of FRA

by Lee Silverberg

An Early Dalliance with
Professionalism

As noted last month, one of the crews in the
1877 inaugural club regatta was the
“Mountain Rose.” The seven men in that
crew (James McCarey, Charles McCarey,
James Keeley, Charles Harding, James
McCahey, Bernard McCahey, and Samuel
Haslette) were apparently barred from
competing in the 1878 Schuylkill Navy
Regatta “on the ground of having rowed for
stakes against professionals.” However, the
NAAO voted on June 11, 1878, to override
the Schuylkill Navy's branding of them as
professionals and restore them to the
standing of amateurs.

The Mountain Rose crew really were
members of the Neptune club of
Philadelphig, and they were not done racing
for money. ThePhiladelphia Inquirer of
Oct. 1, 1879, reported that on the following
day, there would be “a six oared barge race
between the Neptune and the Fairmount
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Boat Clubs three miles straightaway, for a
purse of $6002

The October 3, 1879nquirer, in its report

on the ‘“Interesting Boat Race,” left little
doubt that this was a money race, and that
everyone knew it. “Arrangements, as is well
known, were made some time since for a
six-oared barge race to be rowed upon the
Schuylkill by the Fairmount and Neptune
Clubs. It was agreed that the stakes should
be $300 a side, and finally an additional
$100 was put upon the resit.”

“Intense interest was all along evinced as to
the result, this arising from the fact that the
members of the teams are widely known and
admired in their respective circles, the

Fairmount boys being backed by the
employees of all the mils and
establishments of Fairmount, and the

Neptune finding their friends from south of
Market street to the region of Gray's
Ferry.”

Fairmount at this point still did not have a
boathouse, and thdnquirer reveals a
surprising fact: The Fairmount “crew had
been in training at Rancocas creek, New
Jersey, for the past three weeks, and
returned to this city yesterday morning for
the race.*

The course was three miles on the Lower
Schuylkill, “from the Chestnut street bridge
to the red buoy at Gibson's Point.” The
scene on race day was well described.
“Although it was understood that the start
was not to be made until five o’clock, there
were great crowds on the piers at both sides
of Chestnut street bridge as early as three
o’clock, and just previous to the
commencement of the contest the scene was
both picturesque and animated. About a
thousand persons leaned over the railing of
the bridge, looking down upon the busy
preparations and eagerly waiting and
watching for the signal which was to
intensify the excitement. Row boats plied
up and down the placid stream, tugs laden
with humanity waited at the wharves with
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steam up ready to follow the barges, and a
half a dozen steamboats, fairly alive with
expectant passengers, were on the qui
vive.”

“Shortly before five o’clock the captains
tossed for position, which was won by the
Neptune. They chose the western bank.
The barges took their posts just beneath the
southern side of the bridge... Amid
deafening roars of ‘a close tussle, ‘it's a
good match’ and hurrahs from the friends of
either club, the race commenced, both boats
keeping fairly abreast for nearly one
hundred yards... the Fairmount boys began
to lead, and when at South street bridge they
were at least two lengths ahead... Fairmount
continued widening the breach, and when at
Gray’s Ferry bridge were six lengths in the
fore.” Fairmount was “about fifty yards
ahead when under the Penrose Ferry bridge.
After passing this the Neptune’s boat gained
about three lengths, but its chances had now
become hopeles$.”

“The Fairmount came in nearly half a

minute ahead. Time — Fairmount 19

minutes 20 seconds; Neptune 19 minutes 49
seconds. The former made thirty-six strokes
per minute throughout the race; its men
averaged 165 pounds in weight; they used
slide seats. The Neptune men did not fall
below forty-six strokes; they averaged but

145 pounds in weight; stationary seats were
used by them?

The Fairmount crew was Joseph Smith (b),
George Shearen, Wiliam Tapper, J.
McCusker, B. McCusker, J. Glenn (s), and
M. Byron (cox)?® The Neptune crew was S.

Hazlett (b), B. McCahey, F. O’Rourke,

James Keely, J. McCahey, C. McGeary (Ss),
and John Gauhan (co%).

Just 9 days later, on Oct. 11, 1879, the
Schuylkill Navy asked for the expulsion of
Neptune from the NAAO. “Mr. Keys, of the
Schuylkill Navy, called the attention of the
meeting to the fact that the Neptune Club, of
Philadelphia, having issued a challenge and
rowed in a six-oared race for $1,000 with
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another club, had violated the laws of the
association. He expressed the opinion that
the club in question and other clubs guilty of
similar transgressions should be expelled
from the association’”

On Mar. 6, 1880, the NAAO passed a rule
that “any club which competed against
professionals should be debarréd.”

The Neptune boys don't seemed to have
cared too much. In September 1880, they
rowed another six-oared race for money.
Under the Mountain Rose name, they raced
for $300 a side against the Pollywaugh club,
a crew training under Ellis Ward,
professional oarsman and coach of the
University of Pennsylvania. Ward also
coxed the race. The Mountain Rose crew
was R.J. Nagle (s), J. Gallanagh, James
McGarey, James Keeley, Bernard McCahey,
Samuel Hazlett, and Michael Kine (cox).
To everybody's surprise, they beat the
Pollywaughs by one minute over the same
3-mile course. Thénquirer story concluded
that “this will no doubt bring about a race
between the Mountain Rose crew and the
‘big six’ of the Fairmount Rowing
Association, who hold the champion cdp.”

On Oct. 9, 1880, at a meeting of the
Executive Committee of the NAAO, “the
Mountain Rose (formerly the Neptunes) of
Philadelphia  were  suspended  from
membership for rowing challenge races for
money, under the club’'s name, and their
expulsion by the next annual convention was
recommended. A committee was appointed
to investigate cases of men who rowed in
these races, with a view to their individual
expulsion.®

Finally, on Jan. 8, 1881, at a meeting of the
Executive Committee of the NAAO, all 7
members of the Fairmount crew (John R.
Smith, George Shearen, William Tapper,
John McCusker, Bartholomew McCusker,
John Glenn, and Michael Byrdn)were
“debarred from again rowing as amateurs”
because they had “competed for a money
prize” in the 1879 race with NeptuheOn
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the other hand, the Neptune club as a whole
was removed from the Association because
of this race and another money race in which
they had raced under the alias “Mountain
Rose”(presumably the Pollywaugh race).
Neptune, it was concluded, “had cognizance
of the races alluded t3.” Apparently they
did not feel that Fairmount did since the club
as a whole was not kicked out. While the
Fairmount men were barred from rowing
again as amateurs, they did not necessarily
leave the club. “B. McCoskea” of FRA
appears in the records as a referee at the
1886 Potomac River Regatta.This may be
Bart McCusker.

Professional Rowing Returns to the
Schuylkill

With the advent of the NK Boathouse Row
Speed Orders, in which prize money was
given to the winners, professional rowing
has appeared on the Schuylkill River for, |
believe, the first time since the 1880s. Yes,
we have returned to the glorious halycon
days of boats being mysteriously sawed in
half before races, heavy favorites throwing
races, and “insipid sport.”

Wait, you say, that's ridiculous. You are
overreacting, Lee. Perhaps. After all, the
prizes were only $500, and there was no
gambling we know of._But the real question
is: Is this the end or the beginning? Does it
stop at small prizes for winners, or does it
soon turn into larger prizes... and then
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appearance fees... and product endorsement
contracts...

Ask yourself: Do we want rowing to become

like Track and Field — where drug-addled

cheaters won't compete without huge

appearance fees, and top competitors won't
face each other if they can at all avoid it?

Rowing has been down the path of
professionalism before — and it was the
Schuylkill Navy that led the way in taking
the sport back from the gamblers and cheats.
How ironic that the Schuylkill Navy has
now decided to lead us back there.
