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Rowing old-timers duel in a class of

their own

Red Sargenthad just beaten Cal Sutliff to
the finish line in one of the weekend's 223
races at the Independence Day Regatta on
the Schuylkill, and the two rowers were
joking about the race like teenagers. The
difference was that Sargent is 67 and Sutliff
is 70.

Sargent, of Bala Cynwyd, finished the race
first, but an age handicap gave Sutliff the
win. That did not matter as much after the
race when the two seniors embraced.

Their 1,000-meter race was a two-rower
showdown as opposed to most of the other
races at the annual Philadelphia regatta,
which have as many as six boats racing at
once.

"We intimidated the rest," joked Sutliff, of
Washington. "They dropped out."

The real reason is that there are not many
rowers who are Sutliff's and Sargent's ages.
Sargent said there are some who race into
their 80s, but that's the exception.
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They last faced each other at the Schuylkill
Navy Regatta two weekends ago. The result
is often the same - Sargent finishing just
ahead of Sutliff but the latter winning the
race because of a six-second handicap,
which amounts to three lengths.

Sargent finished ahead of Sutliff by a half-
length yesterday with a time of 3 minutes,
58 seconds.

"We're slower than the younger guys; that's
why we have the handicap,” Sutliff said.

"But we should just race without the

handicap because we're that close."

Rowing has kept both Sargent and Sutliff in
shape. Sutliff rowed in high school during
the mid-1950s. He stopped rowing before
resuming nine years ago. Sargent, an ex-
Marine, has been in boats since he was 8.
His wife, Sara, is a three-time world-
champion rower.

Sargent rows almost every day and doesn't
plan on stopping.

"Until I'm dead," Sargent said. "lt's the
lifestyle you require to stay competitive.
You have to eat well. You have to exercise.
You have to know how to exercise. And you
have to spend the time to do it. There's
nothing magic about it."

Washington Takes IRA

It was about as rewarding a bicycle ride as
one could have with a flat tire. As
Washington crew coach Bob Ernst
anxiously pedaled along a bank of the
Cooper River yesterday, keeping a keen eye
on his Huskies in the varsity heavyweight
eight grand final, the air seeped out of his
front tire.

But the undefeated oarsmen from
Washington had no such transportation
problems as they outraced Stanford and
Harvard by half a boat length to win varsity
eight at the Intercollegiate Rowing
Association National Championships.

Washington claimed the gold medal in the
regatta’'s glamour event for the first time
since 1997.

It was the second straight year a West Coast
school won the event. Last year, California
handed Princeton's heavyweight eight its
only loss in the same event. Harvard, the
Eastern Sprints champ, went into the
weekend with a perfect mark but was edged
by Cal in Friday's semifinal before finishing
in a dead heat with Stanford for second
yesterday.

It was the first dead heat in the heavyweight
eight since Dartmouth, Navy and Penn
finished tied for first in 1992 at Syracuse.
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"West Coast rowing is so competitive right
now," said Ernst, whose second varsity eight
also won. "It's great for us to come here and
race guys we haven't raced all year. We're so
proud to be here with the Harvard guys and
the Yale guys and the Princeton guys.

"l thought the varsity guys pretty much had
it under control. They were rowing our race
at our pace, and | knew if it came down to
the last 300 meters, we would win it."

It was a good day for the Temple Owils.
They rowed to the gold in the varsity pairs
by setting a course record and added a silver
medal in the varsity fours, a boat with a
distinct local flavor.

Two oarsmen on the Temple varsity four -
Tom Haubrich and Bob Protesto - are from
St.  Joseph's Prep. Another, Dante
Cammarata, is from North Catholic, and the
coxswain, Rory Roberts, came from Holy
Spirit.

Temple coach Gavin White came to the
event anticipating a victory in the varsity
four after the Owls turned in the best time in
the semifinals. He wasn't feeling as
confident about the pairs.

"The Lord giveth, and the Lord taketh
away," White said. "We let Cal get out too
far in the second 500 [meters] in the fours,
so we're disappointed. But I'm proud of our
kids. They worked as hard as they could.”

Temple also won the four with coxswain in
1984 and 1995. It was the Owils' first victory
in the varsity pairs, which was the work of
foreign students Peter Gostling, a senior, and
James Harding, a junior. Gostling is from
Suffolk, England, and Harding is from
Sydney, Australia.

Gostling and Harding caught Wisconsin
with about 300 meters to go, and the boats
traded leads before Temple prevailed.

"l thought they had a good chance to win,"
White said. "They weren't tentative. Soon as
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| put both of them in a boat, they seemed
comfortable.”

Washington's championship varsity eight
boat included four sophomores and three
seniors.

Cornell beat Harvard to win the men's
varsity lightweight eight, and Bucknell took
the women's varsity lightweight eight gold
with a convincing win over Princeton.

The IRAs have been contested on the
Cooper River since 1995, but there's a
possibility it will move to the West Coast,
perhaps Sacramento, Calif., next spring.

Legends of Fairmount

Ed Jonik
EDITOR EMERITUS of the
FAIRMOUNT LOG

Ed was the originator of this now-famous

monthly paper, starting sometime in the
1930’s. It was an immediate success. Of
course, World War Il interrupted all of our

lives, and most of our active oarsmen were
either drafted or volunteered to enter
military service. Fortunately, Ed secured a
deferment, | think, by failing a physical test.

He was designated 2B, not qualified for
military service.

For Ed, this was no reason to discontinue the
Log. He kept it going, secured the addresses
of the members in service, and mailed
copies to their homes or to their service
addresses. How he accomplished this is a
story in itself. | will get to that later.

This was about the time Ed had graduated
from Villanova (College, at that time). He
and | were close friends and | was working
with him on the Log and on other
enterprises. | believe he was looking for his
eventual career. He was very intelligent,
creative, and competent, with many ideas on
what to do.
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One thing the Log suggested to him was a
career in writing and publishing. There was
a local factory in the Fairmount
neighborhood by the name of Amco, which
made dies for other manufacturing firms.
He started a publication for this firm. In the
first issue, he set up a contest among
employees to mane the paper. The
successful name became THE AMCO
DIEGEST. | do not know how long he
continued with this occupation but he did
later turn to accounting and became a very
successful Public Accountant.

How did he continue with the Log? He
assembled a staff of several young ladies,
including his wife Mary and a few leftover
young oarsmen. He did the bulk of the
composing and editing; then, the staff typed
the stencils, ran copies off on a mimeograph
machine, assembled and stapled the issues,
addressed and mailed the resulting product.
Ed and his helpers were called the
“Logheads.”

As you could see by reading some of the
wartime issues, he included parts or all of
certain letters received from the embattled
members, which created or continued
conversations from one to the other. It was
obvious that the Logs were very welcome all
around, and were a source of morale
building to those members in service around
the world.

Some examples.Walt Sonzogni fighting
the Japanese in the Pacific was month after
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month, expressed his feeling, wondering
when those other soldiers would complete
their conquest of Germany and come over to
help them with the Pacific war. He said
what D-Day? We have D’Day after D'Day,
going from one island to another. He spent
many months in such combat.

Then there were some of the more colorful
of our members, who were able to contact
one another through the LoRay Roeger
Matty Lux , Joe Devlin andBob McClung.
They exchanged messages and reported to
the Log. Among other things, Roeger said
that the service had cured him of some of his
bad habits. We saw no evidence of this
when he returned.

There were other members reporting,
including Barry McGuigan, Pat Cannon
Jim Field, the Ryans the Sonzognis and
Joe Trachtman, who happened to be a
reporter for the Inquirer.

Also reported was the wedding lobu Rans
and Tinney Donahue. Lou had reported that
he was due home for a short furlough and
wanted to marry her. They had eight days to
prepare but that proved to be enough time
for the girls at home to arrange everything,
and the wedding was held at Saint Francis
Xavier Church in Fairmount.

There were also messages from several
members of other clubs, including Franz
Ludwig and Ed Vorndran of Undine and
Charlie Nalle of Malta Boat Club. Charlie
had many complimentary words about the
Fairmount Log and its editors.

This was what Ed Jonik and his Logheads
had accomplished for the members of the
club who had gone to war for their country.
Finally it should be noted that we lost three
honored members to the wailly Mora , a
nephew of the Sonzogni brothersrank
Czaja, andAl Perkolup.

Ed was not an outstanding oarsman, but he
and Mary, his wife, contributed their twin
daughters, Marie and Ann, who went on to

Obituary

Stuyvesant B. Pellconsistent first place
medal winner in masters rowing races at
local, national and international regattas for

three decades, died June 3, 2007 at home.

He was 75 and had lived in Princeton since
1964.

Mr. Pell spent his childhood on the campus
of St. Andrew’s School in Middletown, DE,
where his father, the Rev. Walden Pell Il, an
Episcopal priest, was headmaster. He was
born in Pittsfield, MA, where his mother’'s
family had a home.

Mr. Pell attended the Rectory School in
Pomfret, CT for a year before attending St.
Mark’s School in Southborough, MA, where
he rowed for three years. After receiving his
diploma in 1949 he went to Princeton
University, he rowed with the 150-pound
crew until spring break of his junior year
when it was suggested he drop crew to pay
more attention to his studies. He enlisted in
the Marine Corps during his senior year and
after graduating from Princeton in 1953,
attended Officer Candidate’s School in
Quantico, VA.

Commissioned a 2nd lieutenant, later
promoted to first lieutenant, Mr. Pell was
assigned to Camp LeJeune in Jacksonville,
NC, where he served as commander of a
heavy machine gun platoon that was part of
a weapons company. His service also
included a six month stint in the
Mediterranean attached to the Sixth Fleet.

He was released from active duty with the
Marines in September, 1955 and was
married to Patricia C. Doom of Wilmington,
DE the following April. Mr. Pell and his

wife lived initially in Sandy Springs, GA,

where he worked for the W.R. Bonsal
Company, manufacturer of Sakrete and
other cement products owned by his
mother’s family. After 13 months he joined
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Chubb & Son insurers and moved to
Bronxville, NY with his wife. It was the
beginning of a long and varied career in the
insurance business carried out in Chubb
offices in Seattle, New York and
Philadelphia, among others.

The Pells lived on Bainbridge Island in
Puget Sound for four years before returning
to the east coast in 1964 and settling in
Princeton. Mr. Pell took early retirement in
1989 and began devoting his energies to
various interests and endeavors, one of
which was rowing. As a boy he had rowed a
single on Noxontown Pond on the campus
of St. Andrew's School. While living on
Bainbridge Island, he had the use of a pre-
war Pocock wherry (a wide, stable single
shell) that he rowed in Puget Sound. He
bought one of the first Pocock-built rowing
boats that was not entirely made of wood
and brought it to Princeton when he and his
family moved east. It was the first of a series
of single shells he owned and raced over the
years.

At the time Mr. Pell was doing more
running after work and on weekends than
rowing, and as he developed endurance he
began entering marathons. In all he ran eight
full marathons — his best time was 3:25 —
and innumerable half marathons and 10K
races. A friend told him about masters
rowing races for age 40 and over, and in
1976 at age 45 he borrowed a single shell
and rowed his first Head of the Charles
Regatta in Boston. Despite not steering well
on the unfamiliar winding course, he came
in 23rd out of 33 entrants, and a new career
of competing in racing shells of all different
configurations was launched.

Over the years Mr. Pell placed first in his
single at the Head of the Charles seven times
and set the course record twice in his age
group. He consistently won first place
medals at the Head of the Schuylkill Regatta
in Philadelphia and innumerable other head
and sprint races along the east coast, the
west coast and in Canada. In 1983 he won
his first National Singles Championship in
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the Grand Master Class, and there were
more to come. He competed in four or five
FISA international masters races, including
the FISA Masters Regatta held on Mercer
Lake in September, 2006, winning his age
group convincingly in the single. His
strategy was to row hard at the start to get
ahead of the competition and to stay ahead
for the rest of the race.

Mr. Pell was a member and secretary of the
Princeton University Rowing Association, a

member of University Barge Club in

Philadelphia and a founder and former
trustee of Carnegie Lake Rowing

Association in Princeton.

In addition to rowing, Mr. Pell devoted time
and energy to volunteering with the Trenton
After School Program. Working with small
groups of elementary age children in one of
Trenton’s poorest neighborhoods, he
developed a rapport with the youngsters as
he helped them with their homework,
especially math. A skilled builder of model
airplanes and boats, he often brought his
latest project to class to add to their learning
experience.

Mr. Pell was a longtime member of Trinity
Church, Princeton and a conscientious
member of its Adult Choir. He was vice
president and a trustee of the Fort
Ticonderoga Association, a Pell family
endeavor dating back to 1820 devoted to
preserving, maintaining and operating the
fort in upper New York state as an historic
site open to the public.

Mr. Pell's wife Patricia died in 2003 and his
older sister, Melissa Pell, in 1992. He is
survived by two daughters, Alison C. Pell of
Snohomish, WA and Sarah B. Pell-Stires of
Trenton; two sons-in-law, Michael Helms

and Wayne Stires; three grandsons, James,

Sam and Grayson Helms of Snohomish; a
sister, Mary Leigh Whitmer of Fairfield, CT
and Quogue, NY; and Louise G. Dunham, a
good friend and companion.
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A memorial service will be held Thursday,
June 7, 2007 at 3:00 PM at Trinity Church,
33 Mercer Street, Princeton; following the
memorial service there will be a reception at
the Princeton University Boathouse on
Thursday, June 7th beginning at 4:30.

Mayor Street yesterday announced $68.6
million in grants to 24 Philadelphia cultural
organizations - the largest such commitment
the city has ever made.

The grants, fruits of a $150 million city
bond issued specifically to shore up and
expand the city's cultural amenities and
neighborhood commercial infrastructure,
included funding for a new Civil War and
Underground Railroad museum to be
located in the First U.S. Bank Building, part
of Independence National Historical Park.
