Thomas P. Farrell Sr.

Thomas Patrick Farrell Sr., 95, of Bustleton,
former owner of a heating company bearing
his name in Northeast Philadelphia, died of
organ failure Friday at the Denver Nursing
Home in Stevens, Pa., where he had been for
four months.

Raised one of eight children in Center City,
Mr. Farrell dropped out of high school and
worked a variety of jobs to help feed his
family.

Mr. Farrell loved to row on the Schuylkill.
He was a member of the University Barge
Club and the Fairmount Rowing
Association. (He appears in FRA racing
records from 1932-6. — Editor)

He met his future bride, Lubl "Lovey"
Kohut, one of the founders of the
Philadelphia Girls' Rowing Club.

During World War 11, Mr. Farrell had a job
essential to the war effort: making car parts
at Budd Co.

After the war, he founded Farrell Heating in
the Northeast to service homes and
commercial buildings. When Mr. Farrell
retired in 1976, his son Thomas Jr. took over
the business.

Whenever he could, Mr. Farrell worked in
his backyard planting gardens, mowing
grass and enjoying the outdoors.

In addition to his son, Mr. Farrell is survived

by daughters Eileen Rutgers and Nancy
Farrell; eight grandchildren; and one great-
grandchild. A daughter, Joyce Adams, died
in 1991.
