Greetings, This has taken longer than
expected but things have been very hectic
around here. Like today | had to investigate
a couple of cases of officers physically
abusing soldiers. Sometimes | feel like
abusing all of them, but unfortunately there
are regulations. | have managed to eat in an
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Iragi mess hall a few times and it wasn't bad
and | didn't get sick, but decided to stop. For
one thing, an unexploded mortar round was
found stuck in the roof of the building.
Apparently it had been there a couple of
days before anyone noticed it. The other
thing is that unless you want to cut in front
of the line, a meal would take over an hour. |
don't want to cut in the front of the line
because I'd prefer not to have any
preferential treatment because of my
position here. Another reason is that we try
not to accept favors from the Iragis because
they will want favors in return and we are
trying very hard to get out of the "welfare
business.” We have our own food etc, and
because all of the soldiers are charged for
their food (actually extra money is put in
their paychecks to pay for the food, it is the
easiest way for the Min. of Defense to move
the money, but the soldiers don't understand
that) | don't want to be eating food that is
intended for their soldiers. We had the
unique experience of overseeing a pay
operation the last few days. They are paid in
cash, which of course opens the door for
stealing money, etc. so we try and make sure
that the soldiers, especially the ones in basic
training are being paid fairly. We also have
to check ID's etc. There are also "ghost
soldiers " who only show up for pay day etc.

| think you get the picture. The whole place
is a cesspool of corruption to the point of
affecting training. Then the personality
conflicts come into play. We have been
trying to get a new messhall open since we
got here and because the two generals hate
each other it has been impossible. One of the
generals had to move out of an old mess hall
into a new one and took all the old
equipment with him even though he was
getting all new stuff. Now some of our
people are trying to track down the old stuff
which no one seems to know about where it
went. It is all very frustrating and there are
SO many problems that it is just
overwhelming. They are trying to increase
the size of the army and are completely
neglecting the quality part. It is at least part
of the reason that the Iragi army doesn't do
well without American support. And quite
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frankly, who would want to fight for an
army that doesn't pay you (some soldiers go
three months without pay)and then treats
you like crap on top of it? The sad thing is,
this plan for increasing the size of the army
so quickly is probably driven by the
American desire to get the hell out of here.
They should have reworked the army from
the top (Ministry of Defense) in stead of
from the bottom. Then there is the water.
Not only can't you drink it or brush your
teeth with it, they warn you to keep your
mouth and eyes shut when you take a
shower, Laundry is very difficult. I've been
wearing the same uniform since before | got
here. We have two washers and dryers
waiting to be hooked up. I'm hoping that
happens before | run out of Febreze. Well,
must sign off before my army e-mail logs
me off and all this typing goes for naught.

Greetings, I'm back again after another fun
filed week. The good news is that we
finally got a washing machine going AND a
new supply of Febreze arrived, thanks to my
loving family. We were on the range today
with some Iraqgis who were firing our M-4's.
For some reason that totally escapes me, the
powers that be have decided that Iragis
should all get M-16s. (A longer version of
the M-16) They currently use the venerable
Russian designed (and sometimes built) AK-
47- the choice of terrorists around the world.
They are not as accurate as the M-16, but
also require less maintenance, which is a big
plus in this part of the world. | didn't get a
single round off when we were on the range
(in a sandstorm) in Kuwait. Part of the
reason the M-16 is more accurate is because
it is machined to a finer tolerance. The other
problem is that if people here can't figure
out how to use a Porta-Potty, how are they
going to maintain a relatively sophisticated
piece of equipment like an M-167? | fear the
answer lies in the fact that somebody is
making a s_ _ _ pot full of money on this
deal. It is the only thing that makes sense
(and dollars). One of the other problems
with this arrangement is that it ties us to the
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Iragis in yet another way. Just doesn't seem
like a good idea. Then, of course, what
happens to all of those AK's? Write your
Congressman. But I'm beginning to rant.
Must get a grip. Then of course, after we
changed our sights to try and help these guys
hit something, we had to re-zero so we could
hit something. No two people like at the
same identical "sight picture." Fortunately, it
wasn't too hot. Probably mid 80's. We also
had a road march, which was optional for us
and mandatory for all of the basic trainees. |
went out to cheer on the LTC that | work
with. He can barely walk but must have
suffered from a bout of testosterone
poisoning. He made it but it wasn't pretty. It
will be interesting to see if he does it again.
We had an uneventful convoy to The FOB
on Friday. Managed to have lunch at the Air
Force dining hall. You know you're in
trouble when that is the culinary zenith of
the week. Also splurged and got a case of
Beck's N/A, a coffeepot and a stainless steel
mug. The coffeepot was $11 and the mug
was $10. We got a care package with a
bunch of Dunkin Donuts coffee in it so the
coffee supply is good. The e-mail warriors
in Baghdad continue to torture me. Now |
have a daily report that is due at 0700 and
another due by noon. | caught hell today
because my noon report was late, because |
was at the range. Thursday I'm convoying to
Al Kasik, which I think is over by Mosul. It
will be an all day trip I'm sure. We are
having a "rehearsal" for it on Tuesday.
Sounds like it will be exciting. I'm just
hoping we don't have any mechanical
problems. Seems like every long trip, there
is a problem. In fact, part of the reason for
this trip is to pick up a vehicle that broke
down on the last trip there. Kind of built in
job security. One of my buddies from Riley
is there, so I'm hoping to get together with
him. | heard a story today that they are
physically abusing soldiers there, but there
is no trash on the ground. They could
probably use a little (not too much) of that
here. | had to investigate such a case last
week. Turns out it was much ado about
nothing, but at least we are sending a
message that it won't be tolerated. I'm not
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sure why exactly, but that is the "company
policy" Our living conditions are slowly
improving. We have washer and dryer, full
time cooks, and even a kind of cleaning. A
couple of guys came in and cleaned my air
conditioner. We are trying not to use it until
it really gets nasty. | figure you might as
well get used to the heat. So far the evenings
have been cool enough to be "sleepable." It
is relatively dry here. Don't think the
humidity goes much over 30-35% and a lot
of the time it is the teens. Well, time is
running out. Must dash. Goodbye for now.

Greetings from the "Cradle of Civilization":
It's another wild Saturday night here. I'm
celebrating the occasion by sipping a nice
cold Beck's N/A. Ahhh! Living the dream.
Yesterday marked my one month
anniversary here. Il bet your month went
by faster than mine did. Actually, it isn't too
bad. | came to the realization that I'm not
going to "change the world" here. Life
becomes much easier when your
expectations are lowered. So much of what
goes on here is out of our hands, so you do
what you can and try and win the little
battles. | think | mentioned previously about
the dog problem here. Well, at least that is
improving. Apparently a rabid dog bit one of
the Iraqis, so the "doctor" did what any
good, self-respecting doctor would do. He
grabbed his gun and went and shot a bunch
of them. | was talking to one of the 10th
Mountain guys who are stationed here and
he was on the detail where they gathered up
the dead dogs, threw them in a pit, poured
gasoline on them and voila! | asked him
about the smell but they were wearing gas
masks. Unfortunately they didn't get all of
them. You can still hear them barking at
night. Had a big convoy week. On Thursday
we drove half way to Al Kasik, about 3.5
hours one way. On the way there | was
jammed in the back of a HMMWV. |
thought my knees were going to explode. It
was an interesting trip. We had an intel
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report of a suspected IED location, so we
drove off the road and went around the
suspected sight. We get daily intel reports on
all the cool stuff going on in the area. It's a
real attention grabber as you are getting
ready to roll out. When we got to our
destination we hit a dust storm that limited
visibility to about 100 ft. We went and had
lunch, met up with the guys who had driven
our repaired HMMWYV from Al Kasik,
traded the vehicle for one our guys, turned
around and drove home. | drove the repaired
vehicle home which was much better. The
driver's spot is good. The gunner's turret is
the best. Good sight seeing, but also the
most exposed and if you roll, it isn't the
place to be. It was nice to see some of the
country. Some of it is almost pretty. Glad we
don't get those dust storms here. There is
actually a little vegetation that helps hold the
soil together. We drove along an oil pipeline
for part of trip. I'm surprised it isn't
sabotaged more often. They do have guard
towers along the way, but it is completely
exposed and not fenced in or anything.
Yesterday we did our weekly trip to Warrior
for officer meetings, mail pick up, visit to
the PX and last, but not least, lunch at the
Air Force DFAC. | was the gunner on that
trip and tried to take some pictures from the
gunner's turret but they didn't turn out very
well. I'm sure I'll have other opportunities.
When we were gone on Thursday they
apparently had a riot here. Apparently one of
the officers (Kurdish) was giving a bunch of
soldiers (Arabs) a hard time about
something and they beat him up. I've
worked with this guy and is, in my opinion,
one of the better officers here. | guess the
soldiers didn't appreciate his "people skill."
Two of my colleagues were on the scene and
had unsnapped their holsters. As one of the
guys told me later, my day was safer than
his. What is going to come out of this
remains to be seen. One suggestion was to
throw all 300 of them in jail. Don't think that
is the answer. One of the Iragis asked one of
our guys what would happen in our army.
The answer was that we would "hit 'em in
the wallet." Hard to do that when half of
these guys don't get paid regularly. These
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guys were the guys that guard the pipeline.
They were kind of a private security force
before and would guard whatever section of
the pipeline was near their respective
villages. Now they are trying to incorporate
them into the army and move them around
as needed. | think it may be causing a
morale problem. Have been spending way
too much time on the computer. The regular
paperwork guy is on leave until the 26th. I'm
going to give him a big kiss when he gets
back. At least it is a good chance to catch up
on e-mail. We got guys going on leave or
pass soon so I'm trying to stay on top of that.
That is one thing | don't want to screw up or
Il have a serious morale problem on MY
hands. Our commanding general is supposed
to show up on Wednesday. He is the CG for
MNSTC-I. | work for MNSTC-I and wear
their patch on my uniform. It stands for
Multinational  (yeah, right)  Security
Transition Command-lrag. Sounds pretty
impressive doesn't it? The headquarters is in
Baghdad and is what a lovingly call the HQ
for the e-mail Warriors. But it is better than
being there. I'm betting this general won't
show. If he does, it should be interesting. All
sorts of strange and wonderful things happen
when the general shows up. Well, must dash
before | get logged out and turn into a
pumpkin. Stay tuned. Curt,

Greetings from Curtistan, | can't take credit
for that one. Someone more clever than |
came up with it. It's another Saturday night
here at K-1. | celebrated by giving myself a
haircut. |1 don't even have to look any more.
It's done by "Braille." I'm also celebrating

with some special Listerine that some
friends sent me. They will remain nameless
in case the CID is monitoring my e-mail. So
the "Lenten fast" has finally come to an end.
The General did make his much anticipated
visit on Wed. | never had an "audience" with
him but | did get to play tour guide for one

of his full bird assistants. Couldn't keep
myself from mentioning that | didn't think

the M-16 plan was a good idea, but the
Colonel "wasn't going there." In fact he

literally did not know where he was. As I've
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mentioned before, that is one of the
redeeming features of this place. We get
very few visitors. It turns out that the
General almost blew us off because he was
behind schedule (he landed about 1.5 hours
late.) The colonel in charge here would not
have been pleased. After having close to 20
guys running around for two days in
preparation, | can't blame him. Apparently
all went well. As the Sergeant Major pointed
out, if he really wanted to know what was
going on, he would show up unannounced.
During the week we also lost three of our
Air Force brothers, which was a blow. Some
genius in Taji decided they would be of
better use there than here, even though they
don't have much time left, so by the time
they learn their new jobs, and then go on
leave, it will be just about time for them to
go home. They are all great guys. One of
them was the resident computer geek, but
his partner is still here. This will also mean a
shuffling of duties. Don't know if it will
affect me or not. We'll see. Did another
convoy to Warrior yesterday. | was the "tail
gunner" on this one. That is the gunner in
the trail vehicle. My job is to make sure that
no vehicles get close to us. I'm happy to
report that the locals did as they were
supposed to and there were no problems. It
was over 100 however and | was a bit
fatigued by the time we got back. It was a
good day at the PX. They actually had
laundry detergent for the first time since I've
been here. It always amazes me what they
have and don't have in the PX. They haven't
had such important items (to me, at least) as
laundry soap, rubbing alcohol, Febreze,
vitamin C tablets, and Q-tips. However, if
you want a new flat screen TV, no problem.
And there is a whole row of those big jars of
protein powder. When vyou think that
someone risked their lives, either in a
convoy or a plane to get this stuff here, it is
amazing. Sometimes you forget that you are
"in theater" and expect that things should be
the way they are at home. | have to say that
although we may not be able to get
everything we want, we can usually get what
we need. | almost had another convoy
tomorrow, but was released. We had 4 new
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contractors come in yesterday and their
boss. The boss is leaving again tomorrow,
hence the convoy. The four other guys are
staying, with two more en route. They are
supposed to be working with us at the
training center. I'm hoping this will enable

me to take over for one of the Air Force

guys. (Not the computer guy) I'd rather be
working on generators or something rather
than dealing with Iragis all the time. The

training center Sergeant Major told me today
that he wants me to go with him to some
conference in Baghdad in July. That is about
the LAST thing | want to do. If | never see

Baghdad, I'll be happy. (or at least happier.)
As it turns out | might actually have the day
off tomorrow, now that I'm released from

convoy duty and we are between "training
cycles" until 05 May. Sounds like some

serious down time coming our way, which

will be much appreciated. Maybe we can get
a "dog posse" together or something. Plus
tomorrow there is supposed to be some kind
of chapel service at 1400. That is the first
one of those I've heard of since I've been
here. Things are looking up. Guess that is
about all the news from here. Tune in next
week, "same Bat time, same Bat channel."
Bye for now. Curt, 4/26/2008
