Subject: UPDATE XVI
Greetings,

Well, I'm back in Taji, having flashbacks of
"death by powerpoint." We are here for a
two day conference, which was supposed to
be three days, but was inexplicably
shortened, so we have the day off. There
isn't a whole lot to do, but I'm adjusting
well. This conference is for people in the
same line of work as myself and my three
companions from K-1, the two COL's and
the CSM. There are people here from Iraqgi
bases all over the country and include some
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people that | went through Riley with, so it

will be a reunion of sorts, and a chance to
compare notes. | already ran into a Riley
comrade who is at the Iragi base that
provided some of the troops for the ill-fated

offensive into Basra a few months ago, or
whenever that was. It was the one where
Iraqi troops laid down their weapons and
ran. Much to my surprise | learned that these
troops had not even finished Basic Training
(not that that would have made any
difference) and that they were without food,

water and ammunition for three days. His
version of the story is that the Iraqi leaders
pulled the trigger on this operation against
the advice of Coalition advisers, for what

ever reason. It was rectified by the insertion
of "real" Iragi troops and some American air
power. | asked him what would have

happened with out the air power and he said
that the end result would have been the
same, but would have taken longer (i.e.:
more "good guys" casualties) Any way, it

was an interesting conversation and made
me realize that our problems (poorly trained
troops) are not unique to K-1. I'm fairly

certain I'll get a chance to sound off on this
stuff if someone doesn't beat me to the
punch. Could be interesting. The trip here
was interesting. We took a C-130 transport
out of Warrior after COL Lawson had to lay

down the law to some Air Force sergeant
who said that we couldn't get on the plane
because some Army pencil pusher had failed
to fill out 5 Mins of paper work. Lawson

showed remarkable restraint in not kicking
this guy's ass, which he would have done
had we been on "the street." It's fun
traveling with a "Bird.” Then we went to

Balad where we spent the night and had to
be at the air terminal the next mooring at
05:00 for a flight that left at 07:30. It was a

helicopter flight, an Apache | think, and my

first daylight chopper ride. It was pretty neat
being able to see everything from a
relatively low level. But it also makes you

feel very vulnerable. We were low enough
to be within small arms fire, it seemed to

me. And the chopper was not exactly
armored. We could hang out the non-
existent windows if we wanted to. At that
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point there isn't any point in worrying about
it because there isn't anything you can do.

The day before we left K-1 | officially
signed over our five biometric kits to the
Iragis (value: around $100K). Merry
Christmas, lads. And don't worry there are
17 more on the way from the North Pole.
We were caught off guard by the demand for
these toys this year. The elves are getting
double time to crank out the order. This is
on my agenda for this conference, along
with the M-16 giveaway. | think COL
Lawson brought me along to be the point
man for this stuff. He realizes I'm not here to
further my career (it's gone about has far as
it can go) and can therefore "speak my
mind."

We also had our belated Memorial Day
cookout, which was very nice, except for the
N/A beer. We had steaks out the wazoo.
They had a special flavor because they were
barbecued on a fire made by busting up
wooden pallets that abound in our
compound. | had to go back at the end of the
day and pick up the biometric kits, so |
invited my Iraqgi colleagues back for some
food. Only three of them took me up on the
offer, all younger guys. One was Craig's
age. They were stupefied at the amount of
food we had so we packed them a big doggy
bag. | can only imagine the scene at the
barracks when they walked in. | was
contemplating going back with them but
thought better of it. | was afraid | might
become a victim of the feeding frenzy. Any
way, it was a memorable Memorial Day, if a
day late.

Also had a chance to speak with an Iraqi
general from the Min. of Defense who was
visiting K-1 on an inspection tour. |
mentioned my concern with the "quantity vs.
quality" problem with the training of troops.
He seemed surprised by this and wanted to
know why he hadn't been informed by the
personnel staff at K-1. He actually seemed
to be making excuses. | don't think this is
going to put me in good stead with the
personnel section at K-1 (whom | work with
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almost everyday) but so be it. I'm not in a
popularity contest here. Which reminds me
of another story. | was leaving the biometric
building with my terp one day and realized
that my truck was not where | left it. My
terp suggested rather strongly, that we have
it checked for a possible bomb placement. |
figured 1 should go along with his
suggestion, seeing as how he is the "native.”
Nothing was found, and | found out later
that the key to any Chevy pickup will fit any
other Chevy pick up. They all are identical,
so | assumed that is what happened. But it
did make me think that | don't want to piss
any one off too much around here. There
was an IED found on post shortly before |
got here that one of the Iraqgis intimated
might have been a warning to one of my
predecessors who was known for his "in
your face" style.

Well, on that happy note I'll sign off. Not
sure where I'll be this time next week, but if
I have Internet access, I'll be in touch. | hope
everyone is well. 'Bye for now.

Greetings,

Don't have much time. I'm still in Balad
after coming here from the conference in
Taji. Looks like a two day conference will
end up taking almost two weeks. The Army
never ceases to amaze me. Turns out that the
convoy that dropped us of at Warrior had a
little problem on the way home. An
oncoming taxi didn't pull off as our convoy
approached so the point gunner had to light
him up. No one was injured, but he put a
couple of .50 cal rounds through the
radiator, and probably into the engine block
and has probably left this cabby without the
means to make a living. Don't know what
happens in a case like that. Supposedly, if
we are not at fault, (which we weren't in this
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case), we don't pay. On the other hand, if he
can't make a living, he is more likely to turn
to the bad guys. A lot of people plant IED's
just for the money. | think this is part of the
reason for taking any warm body in the
army; it makes them less likely to turn to the
bad guys. Don't know what happened in this
case. The conference itself was pretty much
of a bore. Lots of power point as |
suspected. Got to see some people | went
through Riley with, which was nice. Some
of them who were supposed to be there
couldn't make it because of travel problems.
Getting around is tough. The best part of the
conference was trading "war stories" with
my colleagues. The rest was pretty much of
a waste. We got this big speech about how
we had to keep jamming people through
basic training to "keep the numbers up.”
Finally, | couldn't take it anymore and
brought up the "quality vs. quantity"
problem The answer is that they are
supposed to start increasing the numbers on
the training staffs. This would theoretically
solve the problem except for two things. 1) |
don't see it happening and 2) the quality of
the training staff members is highly suspect
based on what I've seen. But the bottom line
is "full speed ahead." That isn't going to
change. As someone pointed out, we don't
MAKE policy, we just carry it out. Oh well,
it's just a job. The other thing that happened
was that COL Lawson did in fact become a
"staff weenie." | was shocked when the Gen
made the announcement and | was sitting
right next to Lawson. | figured he had "sold
out" after telling me he was staying a few
weeks back. Turns out that the Gen "made
him an offer he couldn't refuse." He's not
thrilled about it, but duty calls. This can only
be a setback for our operation at K-1. He is
getting a replacement who he says is good,
but he can't be as good as Lawson. And if
Reeves out ranks this guy and starts
throwing his weight around, we are really in
trouble. I'm not in any hurry to get back. The
conference was good in that there was
plenty of down time and I've had nothing
but down time since | got here. Managed to
find the pool which is very nice, but we've
been having a dust storm for the last three
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days which makes the pool very "unfun.'
Should have brought more reading material.
I may run out before | get back. It will Kill
me to have to buy another book when | have
ton of them sitting in my room. The dust
storm is wreaking havoc with flight
schedules which is why I'm still here. It
certainly is relaxing, and | thought I'd never
say this, but I think I'm getting bored. | can
do nothing with the best of them but this is
getting tough.

Well, not a whole lot more to report.
Hopefully the action will pick up in the next
week. "Talk" to you soon.

When we finally got to Kuwait, we went by
way of Qatar, because of air traffic backed
up in Kuwait. When we finally got to
Kuwait, we had to take a 1.5 hour bus ride to
a different air port. When we finally started
for the States, we had to land in Leipzig,
Germany, to refuel. There was some kind of
mechanical problem which cost us an extra
four hours there. This meant that | missed
my connecting flight in Atlanta. | tried to e-
mail Ginny, but it apparently didn't go
through so she had no idea where | was until
| called from the Phyla. airport at about 6:00
pm on Friday evening.

Greetings faithful readers,

I'm sure a lot of you have been lying awake
at night, wondering what has happened to
your favorite "soldier of (good) fortune."
Well, let me bring you up to date. | only
arrived back at K-1 on 05 July. It took me a
week to get back here, but it all worked out.
I was not real thrilled about having to say
goodbye to friends and family for the 4th
time but after traveling and getting stuck at
Ali Al Salem airbase for three days, | felt
like kissing the tarmac when | finally landed
at FOB Warrior. Ali Al Salem has to be one
of the most unpleasant places in this part of
the world. And that is saying something.
Aside from seemingly endless dust storms, |
was fortunate enough to be staying in one of
their delightful “transient tents,” where
people are literally coming and going all
night long. I finally managed to get a couple
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of hours of sleep by tying a bandana over
my eyes and putting some soothing music in
my ears by means of a CD player and
earphones. This place also afforded me the
opportunity to meet ‘"real® soldiers.
Everyone coming or going on leave from
Iraq and Afghanistan has to pass through
this garden spot. | don't get a chance to talk
to many SPEC 4s or privates. Everyone here
is a sergeant or above. Let me tell you the
young soldiers are different. And God bless
them. They are the ones doing the bulk of
the dirty work and | didn't hear anyone
complaining, except about being stuck in Ali
Al Salem. (which is in Kuwait, by the way.)
I'm convinced that if there wasn't oil there,
we could have cared less if Saddam Hussein
overran the place. As near as | can tell, it is
one vast wasteland. | can't even figure out
what the camels eat. But maybe | only saw
the "bad parts.”

Anyway, | digress. The visit home was
fantastic. | made Ellen's graduation, and |
surprised her (I think) by showing up. We
had a house full of company for the first
week, with various members of my and
Ginny's family showing up for the
festivities. Then Ginny spirited me away
(not exactly kicking and screaming) for a
"mini second honeymoon" at the Delaware
shore. We managed a couple of "cultural
outings" as well. My thanks to Becky
Berlenbach for arranging tickets to "Les
Miserables." It was great. Then it was back
"down range." As | mentioned previously, |
was very happy to finally get back to K-1. It
was even better that everyone was glad to
see me. | really am fortunate to be working
with a group of good guys. The guy that was
covering some of my duties said that even
the Iragis had good things to say about me,
which leads to believe that | must not be
doing my job. But according to my
colleague, they said that | seem to "care." I'll
take that as a compliment. | guess I'd be
pretty miserable if |1 didn't care. Including
my conference that preceded my leave, |
was away for just over a month. A lot has
happened while | was away, mostly in terms
of construction projects nearing completion
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and other improvements to the
infrastructure. My understanding is that at
the end of our fiscal year (30 SEP), we won't
be spending any more money on these kinds
of projects, so we are nearing the end of a
spending frenzy. I'd feel better about all of
this if | could be sure that the Iraqis really
appreciated all this good stuff we are giving
them, but | suspect that like a spoiled child,
they don't really appreciate it. The good
news is that the other 15 biometric
machines(at $20K a pop) came in and got
signed over to the Iragis without my name
appearing anywhere. | did check and see
how that project was going and much to my
surprise, it seems to be going well. As |
suspected they have more machines than
they have qualified people to run them, but
that's not my problem. Two machines are
already down, so now they have spares. It
would be very "un- Iraqgi- like" to get those
machines fixed as they go down instead of
waiting until they all go down but hopefully
we'll be out of here before then. | did advise
them to send them wherever they are
supposed to send them. But they won't.

My first day back | also went to see my
friend MAJ Hiwa who got in trouble for
cursing out some Arab soldiers (and got beat
up as well. He is Kurdish) He is still here
but is waiting for a transfer. He gave me a
couple of books about the Anfal campaign
back in '88 when Saddam gassed 200,000
Kurds. The books are in Arabic and English
so | will actually be able to read them. He
also offered to "show me around Kurdistan,"
which is very tempting, but unfortunately
against the rules. We don't get to see much
of the local area other than the two routes
we use between K-1 and Warrior. That is
why I'm looking forward to the school
supply project. We will actually be able to
mingle with the locals. I've received quite a
number of boxes of school supplies and I'd
like to thank everyone who sent stuff. It's
still not too late if anyone else is interested.
School doesn't start until September. While
visiting MAJ Hiwa | had an interesting
experience. There were three little boys
running around his building. I'd guess they

were 6 or 7, but people age quickly here so
sometimes it is hard to tell. They were sons
of some of the guys who work with MAJ
Hiwa. One of them runs into the office, so |
offered him a couple of pieces of hard
candy, which he gladly accepted and said
"thank you" in English. On the way out |
tracked down one of the other boys and
offered him some--- and he refused. Served
as a reminder that not everyone in
"Curtistan" likes Americans- and his dad is
in the Iraqgi army.

| basically had the day off today because of
a "terp" shortage. | did my first "bike patrol"
with my terp the other day, and of course got
a flat tire but made it home. It's about 110
these days so we were only out for an hour
or so. It was great though. Those of you who
know me well know how much | like to
walk. My favorite terp is 21 and plays
soccer. | think he enjoyed it. He was
disappointed today that he had to go with
someone else. We just go out and check on
training, check out the water supply,
progress on construction projects, etc. The
"bike patrols" have the extra added benefit
of having the Iraqis think you are crazy.
This usually works to your benefit. My
unexpected day off (other than the ongoing
e-mail war) also enabled me to torture you
with this unusually long e-mail. 1 hope it
wasn't too bad.

Subject: UPDATE XX
Greetings from the "sandbox,"

It's another wild night here at K-1, with

everyone hunkered down in their rooms,
doing whatever. Too bad we can't have an
open bar in the day room. I'm sure that
would get everyone out and about. Well, it's
been another interesting week or so since |
last wrote. We are in the process of getting
our own generators for the "American
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ghetto.” In fact | think they are running now.

I don't know much about generators, but
these look about twice as big as we need.
There are two, with one being a back up. As
soon as you walk out in the hallway, you can
here it. It means that we are self sufficient in
the power department and that certainly has
it's advantages. We have had a few outages
this week as they ran various tests and I'm
sure ran into some problems. They
scheduled an outage yesterday when were
on our convoy, which was very thoughtful.
However, this arrangement also serves to
further isolate us from the Iragis that we are
supposed to be living with. My thought is
that if there is a power problem, we should
"share the pain." If we were doing this, it
would probably help such problems get
solved more quickly, rather than just saying
"it's your problem, fix it." But then again,
this whole thing is their problem and they
need to fix it themselves, so why should this
be any different? | will say our power
problems have been minimal. I've heard of
American bases that only get 8 hours of
power a day, which is probably the national
average. | can't help but wonder what
happens to all this stuff when the Americans
completely pull out of here. | think I know
the answer and it won't be pretty. Speaking
of giveaways, | spent the morning on the
new range that just opened up. | gave the
command sergeant major a hard time about
the fact that the brand new latrines
(complete with running water, if they could
be bothered filling the tanks) were not being
used. There were supposed to be 1000
soldiers on the range today, and I'm sure
more than a couple of them had to go
"number.2." | guess this is why were warned
when we first got here to watch where we
walked. They had a water tanker truck
sitting there but | guess no one thought to
fill the tank from the water truck so the truck
could make the rounds and refill the other
tanks, one of which was empty when |
checked it. | also asked why not a single
soldier was wearing ear protection. The
answer was "we never do." An AK47 is a
.30 cal and a M-16 is .223, for you civilians
this translates to an AK is a lot louder than
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an M-16 and you would never see an
American on a M-16 range without ear
protection. There were also soldiers shooting
without helmets or body armor, but we have
pretty much given up trying to enforce
American standards in the cradle of
civilization. It's like putting lipstick on a pig.
There is no point. | didn't have a terp today,
at least in the morning, due to a scheduling
problem, but decided to do a solo bike
patrol. I've decided that visibility is
credibility and | can take notes and discuss
issues later when | do have a terp. | was
supposed to hook up with the CSM first
thing this morning but didn't because | didn't
have a terp. | did run into him later and was
"chastised" for not showing up. Fair enough.
| promised him I'd be there first thing
tomorrow morning, (06:00, why did | do
that?) terp or no terp. Actually his English is
almost serviceable. He seems like a good
guy, but definitely a product of the old army,
where officers are gods and NCOs keep a
respectable distance and never question,
suggest, or anything else. This is huge
problem. Officers can't do it all, and most of
the senior ones are thieves anyway. But |
think I've touched on that before. | invited
him for lunch at our new mess hall that just
opened yesterday. Today was the first time |
was in it due to our convoy yesterday. It's
very nice, but in the old one the cooking and
eating took place in the same room, which
tended to even out the temperature. In the
new place the kitchen is in a separate room.
| could feel the heat blasting out through the
door when | walked by. I'm sure the cooks
are wishing they were back in the old place.
The CSM was suitably impressed. One look
at this guy and you know that he likes his
groceries. He filled his plate and then some,
and only ate half of it. When | gave him a
hard time about having "eyes bigger than his
stomach,” he laughed but said that he hadn't
had any of this kind of food before and just
wanted to taste the various things. In case
you're wondering, we were having spaghetti
and meat balls, hamburgers, rice, hot Italian
sausage, (he didn't try any of that. No pork)
mozzarella sticks, mixed vegetables, salad,
french fries, onion rings, a selection of fresh
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fruit and cake. This is fairly typical of what
we eat here and why | try to stay out of the
mess hall.

We had a couple of "hazy" days this week.
The haze is dust and because there was no
discernible wind, | couldn't figure out how it
got here. | asked one of the terps and he said
that it came "from the south.” But how did it
get here? He couldn't answer that one. The
temps have been between 110-115, but from
what | understand, it might be more
comfortable here than it is in Philadelphia.
And here I'm outside for maybe two hours
and two in the afternoon ----- tops! If | was
at home | could be working on a roof or
something. You must count your blessings.
The convoys are tough though. We've had
three since | last wrote and wearing that
body armor in the heat is not fun. Yesterday
we had our HMMWV overheat about three
miles from home, so the first thing to do is
shut off the air conditioning. | was the
gunner so | don't really reap any benefits
from the AC. The convoy commander
immediately orders a stop and "circle the
wagons." Being the tail gunner, it was my
job to stop traffic from the rear. Fortunately,
the motorists cooperated. Meanwhile I'm
trying to tell our vehicle commander to keep
going. The three of us in the vehicle all
smelled antifreeze about two minutes earlier
and | figured stopping wasn't going to help.
The farther we went, the less distance we
would have to tow the vehicle and | sure
didn't want to stop and do that in the heat.
Anyway, it ended well when we limped
back to K-1. I think some one is coming to
tow it to a repair facility at Warrior. This
place is great. We even have free road
service.

As | mentioned earlier, I've increased my
bike patrols. My terp is starting to complain.
He's a 21 yr old soccer player with about 8%
body fat. | just told him that if | can do it, he
can. Haven't heard anything since. I'm sure
he thinks I'm crazy, but | think he would
rather hang out with me rather than the
others. We always do such "fun things."
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He's not into meetings though. | brought him
to a staff meeting once to give him a little

experience translating in front of a group,

but | think he got nervous and choked. There
were other terps there though and they
picked up the slack. Probably won't bother
doing that again. On one of my solo patrols |
decide to check out "first formation.” This is

where everyone from the training center
stands at formation at 07:00. I'm guessing
there were about 4000 people. It was very
impressive. Kind of reminded me of the

army. Maybe there is hope after all.

Well, | could go on, but I'll spare you until
next time. | will say that on 23 July, I'll have
exactly four months left here in the "cradle.”
But who's counting? Put a couple of other
ways, that means 16 more convoys,
(assuming we only have one a week) 8 more
haircuts, 16 more laundry sessions, and 16
more staff meetings. Until next time...

Subject: UPDATE XXI
Greetings from Curtistan,

As usual, it was an eventful week with more
to write about than you would probably care
to read about, so I'll try to stick to the
highlights. We'll start with today and go
back in time. Today was the always popular
general's visit. Today's guest general was
Brigadier General Salazar, who is in charge
of CMATT, which some of you might
recognize from my mailing address. It is
roughly the equivalent of a battalion. He was
supposed to fly directly into K-1, so we
were all waiting out on the airstrip as
directed at 09:00. About 10:00 we got a
phone call that he was flying into Warrior
and in fact was already there and where
were we? So, we had to scramble a convoy
and rush off to Warrior for the third day in a
row. | "drew a bye" on the morning run, but
had to drive on the afternoon run. The
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general was literally here for an hour and
then we took him back to Warrior. We spent
more time running back and forth than he
spent here. | never saw him until he got out
of a different HMMWV at Warrior. | still
dont know what happened, but like the
sheriff in "Cool Hand Luke" said, "I think
what we have here is a failure to
communicate.” Or something like that. My
boss, LTC Reeves was in charge of this visit
and | think that might have had something to
do with it.

Yesterday we had a big graduation for the
corporals course and some MOS (military
occupational specialty) classes. | knew it
was going to be a full-fledged wing- ding
when the K-1 band turned out in all of its
finery. It's always a good day when the band
shows up. The mood was heightened even
more when the building that this ceremony
was taking place in actually had electricity
AND the air conditioning was working. I'm
sure that the graduates were already in a
good mood knowing that they would soon
be seeing K-1 in their rear view mirror
(assuming the mirror wasn't broken.) |
wasn't disappointed. When the band struck
up its opening number, which sounded
martial indeed, but would not remind
anyone of John Philip Sousa, the happy
graduates broke out in spontaneous dancing.
Some of them were quite good. However,
the festive spell was soon broken by a series
of speeches. one by my fearless leader, the
aforementioned LTC Reeves. | chose to
stand in the back rather than sit with the
"distinguished guests" who sat behind the
podium and had nothing to do with having
these people graduate. This included LTC
Reeves. Because there was no loud speaker
system, you couldn't hear a thing, which I'm
sure was a blessing.

| also attended my first staff meeting since
leaving for Taji and going on leave at the
end of May. | had been doing some bike
patrolling with my faithful companion ,CK
the terp. Al of the terps have
"Americanized" names. I'm assuming this is
to make things easier for us. When | asked
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him what CK stood for, he told me "Clark
Kent." Anyway, we spent time out at the
new range complex on the American
taxpayers were kind enough to spend $4.6
million on. It is very nice, but unfortunately
the Iraqis will probably have it reduced to
ruins in less than a year. There are a series
of concrete "baffles" running parallel with
the firing line. These baffles are to deflect
rounds downward in case they are fired too
high. This prevents them from going into the
village that sits just outside the K-1
boundary. These baffles are supported by
steel poles. You'll never guess what
happened. Yes, the poles were getting shot
to hell. Some genius attached three quarter
inch plywood to the front of the poles,
thinking this would protect the poles from
errant marksmen. They were wrong. To hit
these poles would be roughly the same as
missing the broadside of a HMMWYV at
approximately 100 meters. In other words
some of these guys literally couldn't hit the
broadside of a barn. On a US range anyone
that was that bad would be pulled off and
sent back for "remedial training.” Part of the
range complex also included two latrine
trailers, complete with running water, if they
bothered to fill up the tanks. Both of the
trailers were locked, which caused me to
wonder where the soldiers were relieving
them selves. | soon came upon the answer to
that question, or at least part of the answer.
A little ways away was a "shoot house”,
which is basically a maze of barriers. This is
used to practice "clearing houses." Any way
the "shoot house" had become the "s_
house." which is exactly what | said at the
staff meeting. I'm sure the alliteration was
lost in the translation, but | think the
assembled got the idea. The general's answer
was that he was not consulted in the design
of the range complex and what good was six
latrines going to do for a thousand men? |
guess the answer to the problem was to send
all of them to the "shoot house." But | do
agree with him that he should have been
consulted as to the design of the range. To
spend that kind of money on a range with no
input from the Iragis was pretty stupid on
our part. And the Iragis may be onto

sun and lack of humidity does strange and
wonderful things to human waste. | know
they have a process in Philadelphia where
such waste is turned into fertilizer. I'm
guessing that the sun and lack of humidity
here come close to duplicating that process.
But it's probably time to move on to another
topic. The other thing | complained about at
the staff meeting (I had a whole laundry list
but we were already into lunch hour) was
physical abuse of soldiers. | saw one
instance where a lieutenant struck a soldier
in the head, albeit with an open hand and not
hard enough to do any damage. This is
definitely a no no. They have another
curious punishment where they make the
soldier take off his uniform top (but leaves
his undershirt on) put his hands down to his
sides in the cargo pockets of his pants and
roll sideways over and over on the hot
cement of the airstrip. When | described this
at the meeting, the general said it "was
training." | was going to question him about
this but received a kick under the table from
one of my colleagues and decided against it.
I will say that when | pulled out my camera
to take a picture of this "training." the
officer in charge rushed over and had the
guy get up and put his uniform top on.

| fully expected a serious chewing out from
the boss after this meeting, but much to my
surprise, it never came and I'm wondering
why. | know he met with the general after
the meeting and I'm guessing apologized for
my little speech. Maybe the general
"blessed" it and told him to let me continue
my muckraking, or maybe he has just given
up on me, | don't know. But I'm very
curious.

Well, there are other things | could write
about, but you've probably heard enough by
now. | know things sound really horrible
here, but in fact, they are pretty good. K-1 is
considered by many to be the best training
center in the country. Quite frankly, this
scares the hell out of me. But the bottom line
is that the performance of the Iraqgi army
seems to be improving. So in about 100
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years they should be pretty good. Talk to
you next week.
